They are working to get the cards installed in the laptop computers to launch the next phase of the paperless ticket project.  The testing was completed.  Commissioner Vrablic asked about the State Patrol vehicles.  Mr. Spalding said they use a different system and we will need to see how that will work.  Commissioner Vrablic asked if this will create issues for the Court.  Mr. Spalding said we will need to wait and see since it is a different system.  Commissioner Vrablic asked how long it will be before the State is up and running.  Mr. Spalding said his best guess is one to one and half years.

Emergency Management Report
Mr. Miner gave an overview of the weather on May 29th during the Holiday Weekend.  There was confirmation of a VF1 category tornado on South Michigan Avenue.  There have been many questions why the County was not under a tornado warning at the time.  Mr. Miner said it is one of those phenomenon where the tornado was difficult to detect because it was short in duration and difficult to read on radar.  The tornado sirens were set off in Coldwater and down-stream the warning and sirens were set off in Quincy.  They have taken several calls with questions regarding the storm, tornado, and weather.  Mr. Miner said it is clear we need to do more preparing and put more thought into what steps to take prior to the bad weather.  Mr. Miner gave the example of Joplin, Missouri where they had a 23 minute warning and there were lives lost.  There will be a push over the next few months to continue awareness on storm preparedness and planning.  
There was a business and a couple of residences affected by the tornado and Mr. Miner thanked the Sheriff Deputy Reserves for their help in securing the area and taking care of things for several days.  They did a great job.

They have closed the grant for the narrow banding and equipment and continue to actively pursue other grant opportunities.

Commissioner Vrablic asked about the Lakeland Fire Department losing their MFR-Certification.  Mr. Miner said they should have it back soon.  Commissioner Vrablic said he knows the Townships in the area (Ovid and Kinderhook) where the Lakeland Fire Department is located can help with funding.  He wonders if they are able to seek recovery costs when they assist and respond to calls on I-69.  Mr. Miner said the Lakeland Fire Department is able to receive cost recovery for hazardous materials spill and clean-up.  There are models of ordinances used by other fire departments and companies that can be adopted by the Townships that will allow cost recovery for these responses.  

LifeCare Report
The May 2011 stats are as follows: Priority 1 Responses 172, late responses 28 for 83.7% compliance.  Priority 3 responses totaled 111, Citizen Assistance Calls 2, Pre-Scheduled/ Interfacility 64 and Public Service/Event Coverage 5.  LifeCare is also updated to the narrow banding.  They continue to encourage memberships and there are membership forms in the County Clerk’s Office and the Commission on Aging.  Also, they are available to attend service clubs and organizations to make presentations.  

Court Reports
No report.
Sheriff Report
Sheriff Canon commended the Reserves and Posse for their coverage and help during the storm over the Holiday weekend and also attendance at the local parades.  The County is fortunate to have dedicated people on the Reserves and Posse.  The Posse numbers have gone down to 12 and they are recruiting because they like to have 16 to 18 members.  This is not unique to Branch County as other counties are experiencing the same issue.  The cost factors have impacted the reduced numbers.  

The Michigan Sheriff’s Association Conference had good attendance.  There was discussion and training on department morale and things they can do to appreciate the work of staff.  All counties are experiencing financial hardships.  
They have started counting all responses.  Typically they did not count “service calls”; i.e., removing limbs from roadways) but they have started to accurately reflect all calls responded to.  They have started taking possession of the new lease vehicles and will be able to sell the old units for approximately $2,000.00 each.  This will save the fees that were paid in the past when they put the used vehicles through auction.
Sheriff Canon reported other items:

· The Office of Highway Safety gave Branch County high marks and were impressed with the audit for the Secondary Road Patrol.  The bookkeeping, reporting and ticket reduction were all noted.  
· The Click It or Ticket Program was conducted over the Holiday and it was successful.

· The Female jail population is not going to go away and we will need to address.

· The State Trooper transfer list and restricting was discussed.  Commissioner Vrablic said the format looks like one Sergeant to six Troopers and there will be six squads in Branch, St. Joseph, and Calhoun.  The Committee questioned if this means there will be State Trooper coverage after 10:00 PM.  Sheriff Canon is not sure.
